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POOL RULES AND REGULATIONS
(Revised June 17, 2009)

Parents are required to familiarize their children with all pool rules. Parents are
responsible for their children whether the parents are on the premises or not.

No glass containers, breakable containers, or chewing gum allowed in the pool area.
For safety and health reasons the following activities are prohibited:

Running

Pushing

Jumping on others

Spitting

Nose blowing in the pool

Dunking or holding others under water
Diving

In the event of thunder and lightning, the pool area will be evacuated.

No one except for certified lifeguards are allowed to climb, sit or in any way use the
lifeguard chair, life preservers, or other lifesaving safety equipment. This includes using
the lifeguard chair as a platform for jumping and the use of life preservers for water

play.
In accordance with health department requirements:

Proper swimwear is required at all times.

Swimming with contagious diseases or infectious conditions, including blisters
or cuts, is prohibited.

All children not toilet -trained must wear swim diapers as well as rubber pants
over them.

Showering after heavy perspiration is required before entering the pool.

No children 14 years of age and under are permitted to enter the pool area without a
parent or responsible adult present.

All children between the ages of 15 years and 17 years must pass a swimming
proficiency test administered by a lifeguard in order to be permitted to swim without an
adult present during guarded hours.

During unguarded hours, no one under 18 years of age is permitted to swim unless
accompanied by an adult.

The wading pool is to be used by children under the age of 7 years and must be
supervised by a responsible adult at all times. Children not normally using the wading
pool when a lifeguard is “on-duty” may not use the wading pool during adult swim.

Children are not allowed to spend excessive time in the restrooms without parental
supervision.

Radios, CD players, etc. must be kept at a minimal volume level. Please consider the
use of headphones.

Smoking is prohibited in the pool area, which constitutes the fenced area containing
both pools.

No pets, bicycles, skateboards, skates or other vehicles are allowed in the pool area.
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No food is permitted within 6 feet of the pool edge. No drinks are allowed in the pool.

All trash must be placed in trash receptacles provided, including food, trash and
containers.

Water toys under 12” in diameter are permitted. Other floatation devices will be
permitted based upon occupancy of the pool.

Any object deemed dangerous or inappropriate must, at the discretion of the lifeguard,
be removed from the pool.

The lifeguard’s word is final in matters of pool rule enforcement.

Households may bring up to six guests and an adult member of the household must
accompany those guests. Minor members , 15 year old and older, may bring up to two
guests.

Households wishing to invite seven or more guests at a time must contact the
committee and receive permission one week in advance and must pay in advance for a
“Party Guard.”

The pool and surrounding area may not be reserved for exclusive use.

The pool is for the exclusive use of Wildwood at Meadow Gate Homeowner Association
members and their accompanied guests.

Only residents in good standing are considered members. Unpaid residents or any
residents not in good standing may not be considered guests and are not permitted to
use the pool.

If using alcohol, discretion should be used and containers concealed. Alcohol brought
into the pool area by members and guests should be for personal use only. Remember,
no glass containers.

Please be considerate at all times. Please refrain from the use of profanity or other
explicit behaviors. Please refrain from “reserving” chairs and tables for persons not
present at the pool for extended periods of time.

The health and safety of members and their guests is ultimately their own
responsibility. In using the pool, members and guests assume all liability. This
includes, but is not limited to, the loss or damage of personal property while at or using
the pool.

Report any malicious conduct observed in the pool and pool area to the Homeowners
Association Recreation Committee. Acts of destruction or vandalism will not be
tolerated and will result in suspension of pool privileges for a length of time as
determined by the recreation committee. Further, the full cost of repairing the
destruction or vandalism will be the responsibility of the specific member. If the minor
child of a member commits such destruction or vandalism, the full cost of repairing the
damage will be the responsibility of the minor’s parents. The minor shall also be
subject to the suspension of privileges.

These rules are to ensure a safe and enjoyable recreational experience for all members and
their guests. In addition, these rules are designed to protect the assets of the community
for which all Wildwood at Meadow Gate residents are financially responsible. Violation of
these rules, therefore, cannot be allowed. Enforcement of the rules is the responsibility of
all members and the lifeguard on duty. Infraction of the rules may lead to suspension of
pool privileges and /Zor fines by the Homeowners Association Board of Directors.
