first green to appear in lawns.  Pre -emergent for 

many weeds should be applied in the first two weeks 
of March, but if you havenôt done so yet, it is better late than never.  There are 

several yards in WAMG that have a  bumper crop of weeds that are producing lots of 
seeds, which easily spread to neighborôs grass.  

 
Another spring activity is the aeration of your yard, which is recommended annually 

when the grass turns green.  If you donôt have a contract with a lawn service, why not 
get together with some of your neighbors to rent the aerator for a half -day, aerate all 

your yards, and share the cost.  This is very important for the type of lawns in WAMG.  
 

WAMG is starting the Yard of the Month  again this year and there a re many excellent 
candidates.  These yards are free of weeds, have fresh mulch, are mowed and edged, 

and show lots of color and greenery.
