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ABCDE’s of Skin Cancer 
 

Skin cancer is the most common cancer in America.  However, many older citizens did 
not ―get the message‖ about sun-safe strategies like limiting exposure to the sun’s 

most intense rays between 10 am and 4 pm or using SPT 45 sunscreen, a wide-
brimmed hat and white clothing.  In the past 30 years, death rates from melanoma, 

the most serious skin cancer, have risen by more than 50% in women over 65 and 
157% in men over 65!  Studies have shown that Caucasians who suffered severe 

sunburn early in life are more likely to develop skin cancer if they live beyond age 65.  

According to the American Cancer Society, about 1500 Americans die annually in the 
U.S. from non-melanoma skin cancer.  Its victims are usually older people who have 

failed to get treated soon enough. 
 

You can help spot suspicious changes in your skin by checking your body from head to 
toe every month and reporting any problem areas to your physician.  The National 

Cancer Institute says, ―Know your ABCDE’s.‖   
 

A is for Asymmetric shape of suspicious skin area or one half doesn’t match the other 

half.   
 

B is for Borders with ragged, notched, blurred or irregular edges.   

 

C is for Color of skin that is uneven with varying shades of brown/tan, white/gray, 

pink/red, blue and especially black or blue-black areas—which most melanomas have.   
 

D is for Diameter or changes in size—usually getting larger.  Most melanomas are 

larger than a pencil eraser.   
 

E is for Evolving—changing in size, color, elevation, starting to bleed, itch, or crust 

and won’t heal; looks different than surrounding moles. 

 

Researchers are developing new technologies to test and treat suspicious moles or 
skin spots, with many promising prototypes be evaluated.  However, nothing takes 

the place of knowing your body and checking it regularly, or getting help to check 
your back and in your hair. While this time of year is not typical sun exposure 

weather, diligence remains important. Checking and reporting any suspicious skin 
spots could save your life. If caught early, 95% of melanoma cases can be cured.

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 2010 Census Cautions from the Better Business Bureau  
             Be Cautious About Giving Info to Census Workers

With the U.S. Census process beginning, the Better Business Bureau (BBB) advises 

people to be cooperative, but cautious, so as not to become a victim of fraud or 
identity theft. The first phase of the 2010 U.S. Census is under way as workers have 

begun verifying the addresses of households across the country. Eventually, more 
than 140,000 U.S. Census workers will count every person in the United States and 

will gather information about every person living at each address including name, age, 
gender, race, and other relevant data.  

 
The big question is - how do you tell the difference between a U.S. Census worker and 

a con artist? BBB offers the following advice:  
 

* If a U.S. Census worker knocks on your door, they will have a badge, a handheld 
device, a Census Bureau canvas bag, and a confidentiality notice. Ask to see their 

identification and their badge before answering their questions.  However, you should 
never invite anyone you don't know into your home.  

 

* Census workers are currently only knocking on doors to verify address information.  
 

*Do not give your Social Security number, credit card or banking information to 
anyone, even if they claim they need it for the U.S Census.  

 
REMEMBER, NO MATTER WHAT THEY ASK, YOU REALLY ONLY NEED TO TELL THEM 

HOW MANY PEOPLE LIVE AT YOUR ADDRESS.  
 

While the Census Bureau might ask for basic financial information, such as a salary 
range, YOU DON'T HAVE TO ANSWER ANYTHING AT ALL ABOUT YOUR FINANCIAL 

SITUATION.  
 

The Census Bureau will not ask for Social Security, bank account, or credit card 
numbers, nor will employees solicit donations.  Any one asking for that information is 

NOT with the Census Bureau. REMEMBER, THE CENSUS BUREAU HAS DECIDED NOT 

TO WORK WITH ACORN ON GATHERING THIS INFORMATION. No Acorn worker should 
approach you saying he/she is with the Census Bureau.  

 
Eventually, Census workers may contact you by telephone, mail, or in person at 

home. However, the Census Bureau will not contact you by Email, so be on the 
lookout for Email scams impersonating the Census. Never click on a link or open any 

attachments in an Email that are supposedly from the U.S. Census Bureau. PLEASE

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Recent Neighborhood Crime

I contacted our Gwinnett County Commissioner, Mike Beaudreau, about the two 

recent burglaries in our subdivision.  As a result, I spoke to Major Mindy Bayreuther 
and Officer Amy Morales of the Gwinnett County Police Department, who pulled crime 

statistics for our area.   
  

Below is the information that I was provided: 
  

 Within a five-mile radius, only five burglaries have occurred in the past two 
months.  According to them, this is a very good statistic.   

 They recommend that if we see anything or anyone suspicious, we should call 
911 immediately, so that the quickest attention can be given to the possible 

issue.   

 Calling the non-emergency police number (770-513-5100) is not recommended, 

as that gives the situation a lower priority.   

 Juveniles are often the perpetrators of local burglaries.  If school-aged children 
or teens appear suspicious in our area, particularly during school hours, 911 

should be called.   

 Patrol cars will cruise our area.   

  
Commissioner Beaudreau and the Gwinnett County Police Department were extremely 

responsive and provided quick attention to my concerns.   
 

Also, I learned that there is a relatively new way that we can check on crime in a 
given area.  If you browse to www.crimemapping.com, you can choose Georgia and 

then Gwinnett County.  You can also find an introduction to this on the Gwinnett 
County website www.gwinnettcounty.com. 

  
At www.crimemapping.com, you can pinpoint an area on the map to see crimes 

committed there during a selected time frame.  You can also subscribe to alerts for 

crimes in an area, and receive an email when a crime is committed in that area.  It's 
quite neat!
